2022 Women's Wall of Fame
Commissioner Madsen reports that event planning is moving along. She is delegating action tasks to Commissioners, and asks for support as the Commission moves forward with this event. 

Vote to retract a Fiscal Sponsor Agreement between South County Visitors Services and the SLOCOSWG for the Women's Wall of Fame
In light of new information provided to the SLOCOSWG by Sarah Sartain, the legislative assistant for District 3, the Commission decided to retract a fiscal sponsor agreement that was approved at the August meeting. Due to the Commission being established and governed by the Board of Supervisors, the Commission is allowed to use the County's tax ID number for tax-deductible donations. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Walker and seconded by Commissioner Ufferheide to negate the agreement between the South County Visitors Services and the SLOCOSWG. Vote was not taken – item will be agendized for the October meeting. 

Review New Version of Bylaws
Item moved to the following meeting due to Commissioner Geaslen's absence. 

Establishing Working Committees
Commissioner Chmelik suggested establishing the following working committees – Policy and Legislation committee, Equal Pay committee, and CEDAW committee.

Policy & Legislation – Commissioner Ufferheide motioned and Commissioner Fiske seconded establishing Policy and Legislation Committee with Commissioner Chmelik as a Chairperson. Quorum was not established at the time, vote will be agendized for the October meeting. 

Equal Pay – Commissioner Summers is interested in exploring how Commission can partner with AAUW on this topic, she will connect with them and report back at the next meeting. 

Impact of Covid 19 on Women and Girls in SLO County – Commissioner Condor-Williams suggested creating a committee that would measure the impact of Covid 19 on women and girls in SLO County. Commissioner Ufferheide motioned and Commissioner Walker seconded establishing Impact of Covid 19 on Women and Girls in SLO County with Commissioner Condor-Williams as a Chairperson. 

Commissioner Condor-Williams will connect with Commissioner Meko to follow up with Cal Poly on collecting data. Raechelle Bowlay suggested to connect with County's Covid Vaccine Task Force (she sits on it) and direct the task force towards different communities who could benefit from increasing the vaccination rate. The County Health hired an Equity Public Health Officer, who can be helpful in breaking down the data specific to women and girls.
