Girls With Goals Commission Outreach 2022 
Commissioners Fiske and Martinez shared the basic outline of their efforts for a successful outreach to the girls of SLO County. They discussed introducing SLOCOSWG to Girls in SLO County and create an informal, comfortable milieu facilitating expression, welcoming environment where girls can be heard, open up and talk. Commissioner Fiske shared that young girls often feel unheard and invisible. The next step would be getting the girls involved with the work of the Commission. Interaction, and active participation by all to capture their Personal Vision on the Journal Cover. Time and location TBD, planning for May. Planning for maybe 50 attendees. Commissioners discussed possible locations. 

Women’s Recovery Response Grant Funding from CA Commission on the Status of Women & Girls
Commissioner Chmelik reported that the SLOCOSWG's grant proposal was accepted in Capacity Building category for up to $25,000. More than 630 proposals were evaluated. The next step is to respond with an updated proposal by March 7. 
Board of Supervisor’s Agenda Highlights
Commissioner Walker reported that on February 15 meeting, item #7, it was approved to allocate $3,000 in support of Women's March SLO event, scheduled for March 5, 2022. Donation made by District 2 and 3.
